ACADEMIC SCHOLARSHIPS
First, we subtract scholarships—up to $18,000/year based on merit. If you
have a 2.0 GPA or higher, you are guaranteed an academic scholarship. 99%

SPECIALTY SCHOLARSHIPS

Then we subtract additional scholarships. Lakeland offers a number of
major-specific, participation and specialty scholarships — ranging between
$500—full-tuition. Admitted students can apply via their Future Muskie portal.

GRANTS

Next, we'll see if you're eligible for any need based grants. Submit a Free Application for Federal
Student Aid (FAFSA) to be considered for federal, state or Lakeland University need-based grants.

LOANS

Students may choose to utilize federal and/or private loans to cover a portion of their out of pocket
expenses. If you submit the FAFSA, you may qualify for up to $5,500 in federal student loans, which
do not require repayment until 6 months after graduation.

ACTUAL COST

What we're left with is the actual cost. It is the amount left over after scholarships, grants
and student loans have been applied. The cost of Lakeland is different for each family,
based on academic achievement, need, and other eligibility criteria; but it is often times
significantly less than the original sticker price.

COOPERATIVE EDUCATION

At Lakeland, students can complete work experiences for credit AND pay for college. Whether
you’re working on campus or off, you can use your Co-Op wages to partially or fully cover your
out-of-pocket expenses.
