Follow the instructions to login and pay tuition as 
well as recital, lessons, or other fees.  Reminders will be sent out periodically about 
payments and any additional information required.

■ Resident campers may not check out and then return.
■ Commuter campers must be at camp from 8 a.m. until the end of the day’s activities

(approximately 9 p.m.).
