Topic: Social Determinants of Health and Vulnerable Populations

The conditions in which people live, play, and work lead to inequalities and shape health in powerful ways. Health is
determined, in large part, by social and economic opportunities, access to resources, education, safety, and quality of
water, food, and air. The particular needs of vulnerable populations whose health is significantly impacted by social and
economic forces will be explored. This course studies the determinants in meaningful ways and prepares nurses to assess,
plan, and implement strategies to reduce disparities, increase health equity, and promote social justice. Pre- or
co-requisite: NUR 301: Professional Nursing Practice or consent.
